be able to distinguish between the year 2000 and the year
1900. The predictions of its effects range from “no big deal”
to apocalyptic  gloom.
The Y2K Database at http://y2k.y2kbase.com/
lets you check the Y2K compliance of utility companies, air-
lines, government agencies and many other institutions
by linking you to their Y2K compliance information. The
Red Cross has a useful site at http://www.redcross.org/disaster/
safety/y2k.html explaining the problem and suggesting
preparations. Software for testing and fixing Y2K computer

problems can be found at http://dir.yahoo.com/

For those whose translation work involves Y2K in
formation, there is plenty of information in other languages:

Grammar books were always a source of frustration
during the typewriter era of writing. It often took
longer to look up one unclear rule of grammar in a book

than it did to write a three-page paper. The Internet gives us many
different ways to access information. On the Internet, you can quickly
search for a Web page that mentions “grammar” AND “its” AND “it’s”
to find the appropriate rule of grammar for the use of these two words.
You do not need to know the technical name for this grammar rule as
you would to find it in the index or table of contents of a book on
grammar.

Having the Internet at hand is like having your own library at
your fingertips twenty-four hours a day, seven days a week. Use a
natural-language search engine (such as Ask Jeeves, at
www.askjeeves.com) to find grammar help online. Simply type in
“Where can I find grammar help?” and Ask Jeeves finds dozens of
possible matches covering the subject. These sites often include
♦ online tutorials
♦ hyperlinks to sites with related information

♦ lists of reference works (books, articles, etc.) on the subject
♦ information about related e-mail discussion groups (mail

lists or newsgroups) or chat areas.

A few Web sites even offer one-on-one help by e-mail or telephone.
Anyone with Internet connections can also take online university
classes in writing, grammar, or proofreading to improve their writing
skills.

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ATA CHAPTERHOOD FOR NOTIS:

 PROS AND CONS

NOTIS must redefine its relationship
with the American Translators Asso-
ciation (ATA). As of November, the

ATA will recognize regional groups on two
official levels—as chapters or as affiliates.
Currently, there are three levels of association
that regional groups can have with the
ATA: unaffiliated groups, cooperating groups
(NOTIS’s current status), and chapters.
NOTIS must decide what sort of relation-
ship we want to have with the ATA in the
future. Is it to be chapterhood, affiliate status,
or neither?

The NOTIS Board will decide whether
to become a chapter based on a vote by the
members. The Board recommends in favor of
chapter status. The following list of benefits,
obligations and viewpoints that could be
considered in regard to this question is pro-
vided to assist members in determining their
vote. The decision will be made on Tuesday,
December 7 at the Annual Meeting in the
Shoreline Center (6:30 p.m., Horizon Room,
followed by the Holiday Party).

PROS:
The benefits of being an affiliate are as
follows...
⇒⇒⇒⇒⇒ The ATA will advertise affiliates’ existence

in the ATA Membership Directory free
of charge.

⇒⇒⇒⇒⇒ The ATA will advertise affiliates’ events
in the Chronicle on a space-available basis
free of charge.

⇒⇒⇒⇒⇒ The ATA will work with affiliates on issues
of mutual concern.

Chapter status would also mean that the ATA
would provide:
⇒⇒⇒⇒⇒ a 10% rebate from ATA membership dues

when so designated by an ATA member,
⇒⇒⇒⇒⇒ insurance coverage for venues used by

chapters, and
⇒⇒⇒⇒⇒ liability insurance for chapter directors

and officers.
In addition, as a chapter NOTIS would:
⇒⇒⇒⇒⇒ be entitled to support from the ATA for

legislative actions,
⇒⇒⇒⇒⇒ receive logistical support from the ATA

for mailings, meetings, etc.,
⇒⇒⇒⇒⇒ have its bylaws reviewed free of charge by

ATA lawyers,
⇒⇒⇒⇒⇒ be eligible for seed money for regional

conferences,
⇒⇒⇒⇒⇒ get a free table at ATA conferences, and
⇒⇒⇒⇒⇒ have input on ATA Board issues through

its vote at the Regional Groups’
Brainstorming Session.

CONS:
⇒⇒⇒⇒⇒ This change is being pressed “from above”

by the ATA and was not necessarily
contemplated by the NOTIS membership

in the recent past.
⇒⇒⇒⇒⇒ Chapter’s presidents and vice presidents

must be voting members of the ATA (i.e.,
members with “active” status, but not
necessarily accredited).

⇒⇒⇒⇒⇒ NOTIS has a tradition of independence
and local focus.

⇒⇒⇒⇒⇒ Some NOTIS members, many of whom
are members of long-standing and active
in NOTIS, do not belong to the ATA and
do not wish to be affiliated with the ATA.

⇒⇒⇒⇒⇒ The NOTIS by-laws must be reviewed by
ATA attorneys.

⇒⇒⇒⇒⇒ NOTIS has already been able to provide
seed money and obtain venue insurance
for events (for example, Cascadia) on its
own.

⇒⇒⇒⇒⇒ Chapters must (and affiliates are requested
to) submit annual reports and yearly
financial reports.

⇒⇒⇒⇒⇒ Chapters must (and affiliates are requested
to) keep the ATA abreast of any local issues
of interest to the national organization.

⇒⇒⇒⇒⇒ Chapters must (and affiliates are requested
to) provide support to the ATA if an
annual conference is held in their sphere
of influence.

⇒⇒⇒⇒⇒ Chapters must (and affiliates are requested
to) promote ATA regional activities and
ATA annual confer0ences in the affiliates’
annual newsletter.

Another NOTIS Slavic Special Inter-
est Group (SIG ) meeting was held on

October 16. The speaker was Mr. William T.
Robinson, prominent international attorney
with many years of experience in the area of
Russian-American trade and commercial ven-
tures. The subject matter of his presentation
was the current state of and prospects for the
development of Russian-American business
relationships. The speaker put special empha-
sis on the role of translators and interpreters.
Mr. Robinson’s extensive work in forming busi-
ness ties between Russian and foreign compa-
nies enabled him to provide some very deep
and interesting insights.

NOTIS SLAVIC SIG - MOVING AHEAD
LARISSA KULINICH  CHAIR, NOTIS SLAVIC SIG

Speaking about the current state of affairs
in Russia, Mr. Robinson emphasized the fact
that Russia is currently undergoing pervasive,
fundamental changes in its economy and is
facing a lot of challenges. By way of compari-
son, deliberating on the development of China’s
economy, the speaker provided a rather reveal-
ing number. Over the last few years, ten times
more foreign investment has gone to China
than to Russia. Mr. Robinson expressed the
hope that although many jurisdictional issues
are in a state of flux in Russia now, Russia, with
its superb human, technical and cultural re-
sources, will continue to be an important player
in the international arena in the future. Al-

ready Russia is making real progress in build-
ing a legal framework to make it possible for
both domestic and foreign businesses to oper-
ate successfully.

The part of Mr. Robinson’s presentation
that dealt with the role of translators and
interpreters was also of great interest. First of
all, the speaker noted that he had worked with
about a hundred interpreters. Referring to his
personal experience, he emphasized that a dis-
tinction should be made between accurately
interpreting language and interpreting cultural
content or intent. It is essential that true un-

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derstanding of the parties’ needs be achieved, rather than
providing the most technically correct interpretation. The
interpreters’ Code of Conduct that applies to formal legal
proceedings does not necessarily serve the purposes of per-
sons engaged in developing business and professional rela-
tionships.

Mr. Robinson’s presentation was very well received. A
discussion followed, centered on issues relating to interpret-
ers’ obligations while providing verbal communications in
different settings. One of the points immediately raised was
the impact of the Code of Ethics on the performance of any
interpreter. This issue was resolved by suggesting that the
Code of Ethics must be strictly observed by interpreters who
are engaged in the official business of the courts. However, in
other settings there may be a negotiation between client and
interpreter, prior to the time services are provided, with
regards to the degree of the application of the Code, so that
important subtleties and nuances relating to cultural aspects
will not be lost. This issue provoked a broader discussion
regarding the necessity of establishing a new position of
consultant on matters related to cultural differences and
peculiarities. The task would be to facilitate successful inter-
cultural communications. It is interesting to note in this
respect that many people acknowledged the existence of this
problem owing to their prior personal experiences; Mr.
Robinson’s observations just brought the idea to the surface.

Luncheon offered a chance to network and socialize. At
the end of the meeting the results of an opinion survey
conducted among Slavic SIG members were announced.
Meetings should be held about three times a year. These
meetings should include both social and professional activi-
ties. Presentations may be made either in English or in
Russian depending upon personal preferences.

The next meeting of the NOTIS Slavic SIG is planned
for February 26, 2000. The venue will be announced later.
Part of this meeting will be devoted to the discussion of
“difficult to translate” terms relating to various areas.
